The KGB Reports from Lithuania

INTRODUCTION

The KGB has been gone for over a decade, but it is one of the few Cold
War acronyms with staying power and universal recognition. As the super-le-
gal, secret watchdog of the Communist party, this organization neutralized all
threats to Soviet power, whether internal or external. Domestically, unlike the
FBI, public order was kept by recruiting agents throughout society. Abroad,
global intelligence was collected by methods and sources similar to those used
by the CIA, America’s KGB twin. The Russian equivalent of NSA was also
housed inside the KGB. “Active measures,” whether at home, abroad or on
the line dividing the two left a trail of brutalities far and wide. With a profes-
sional staff of half a million and millions more in tow as “agents” or “proxies”
or simply informers, the KGB was hated and feared inside the 87,000 kilometer
perimeter its borderguard patrolled.

Secrecy was one of the core values of the Chekists, as the security organs
were known in reference to their earliest acronym ChK, short for Extraordi-
nary Committee. Not only were all of its activities conspiratorial, but the KGB
was also in charge of making sure that neither party nor state secrets were
divulged. A system of clearances is normal practice in any national security
establishment, but in the USSR this went much further. The 1980 list of ma-
terials protected by the KGB includes 146 distinct thematic categories, each
labeled as “Top Secret” or “Especially Important.” For example, information
about how secrets are kept is “top secret,” but materials on the KGB are a notch
better protected as they are “especially important.” The same document states
that degree of secrecy can be re-evaluated “in connection with the appearance
of objective factors.” Of these, the first listed is “a change in the international
situation.”! The collapse of the Soviet Union definitely fits this description
and therefore the time has come for the fullness of Chekist activity, as revealed
through their own documents, to see the light.

Nonetheless, since 1991 only limited materials have emerged. Yeltsin's
desire to compromise Gorbachev made the KGB annual reports for 1985, 1986,
1988 and 1989 available. Dmitrii Volkogonov provided the 1967 version and

Vladislav Zubok has reviewed the 1960 USSR KGB report.* To the best of my
knowledge, none of the KGB reports for the Soviet socialist republics have been
published, despite the KGB’s primary responsibility for keeping the nationali-
ties in line. It is this gap that the following pages hope to fill, at least in part,
for the archives of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania provide a rare research op-
portunity. Romuald Misiunas describes the KGB headquarters in Vilnius and
“the haste with which the final occupants departed in August 1991. The entire
building was left strewn with debris, torn paper, burned and partially burned
documents and abandoned intelligence operations equipment.”?

For fifty years, the Baltic states were held within the USSR largely by the
efforts of the KGB and its predecessors, the MGB/MVD and NKVD/NKGB/
SMERSH. At first this involved filtering the whole population, then catching
and killing tens of thousands of “Forest Brothers,” who refused to acknowl-
edge that the Second World War was over. Along the way, a careful study of
national archives inherited from the three independent pre-war republics, who
had joined the USSR in the Potemkin revolution of August 1940, provided long
lists for a series of deportations that removed hundreds of thousands from
their native lands to Siberia. Western Europe and the United States could pro-
vide little besides the hope that a Third World War might provide a chance
to reverse fate and settle scores. Stalin’s death, however, set off a series of
tremors that threatened to endanger fragile Soviet local control. Wholesale
amnesties brought anti-Soviet elements back from the GULAG, while unrest
in Czechoslovakia, Hungary and Poland clearly illustrated both the hopes and
limits of reform. It is this turning point that is captured in the gray language
of the 1956-1957 KGB annual report to the Lithuanian Communist Party, as
presented below.*

A few pages into the report, the KGB lists the seven points on which it
“concentrated its attention” from January 1956 until April 1957. Points 1, 2, 4
and 5 detail focused efforts against nationalists in Lithuania, both armed (1)

We must not forget that the three newly-independent coun-
tries have little in common, except their memories of mistreatment by and their continuing
fears of Moscow.

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and unarmed (2), as well as émigré forces abroad (4) and attempting return to
the homeland with the aid of enemy intelligence (5). Point 6 emphasizes “so-
cialist legality” and “political maturity” to reassure the Communist Party that
security forces would never again threaten party dominance as they had under
Beria in 1953. Point 3 sets forth a strategy for gaining control of the Church
hierarchy in deeply Catholic Lithuania, while Point 7 calls for an increased
number of local agents, the only way to accomplish the aims of the previous six
points. Soviet security’s decade of experience in the Baltic republics had made
it clear that only Lithuanian nationals could undermine Lithuanian nationalist
organizations from within. It was to this recruitment and penetration task that
the next three decades would be devoted.

A half-century later, this lesson had been learned and in the late 1980s and
early 1990s, when glasnost had stripped secrecy of much of its power and per-
estroika seemed unable to reverse the decline in living standards, undercover
KGB men ended up in leadership positions for the Baltic Popular Fronts they
had been sent to monitor.” Of course, only native cadres could conduct this
surveillance and they probably did so with an underlying sense of sympathy
as Gorbachev himself “gave his blessing to the setting up of grassroots-based
movements in the region precisely because the Baltic was considered as the
most likely flagship which the other republics would follow.” Ironically, with
no reason to fear the police, when these agents expressed anti-Soviet views to
gauge the positions of those around them, they unthinkingly promoted the
movements’ radicalization. It seems that Baltic independence and the fall of
the USSR owe much to “blowback” from anti-nationalist KGB operations gone
wrong.®

When the KGB was created, sections of Beria’'s MVD
were kept separate to prevent the same concentration of powers as before. In brief, at the
time of this report, the KGB is still young and vulnerable, very much under the watchful
guidance of the Party.

11 In 1956, Poland and Hungary both experienced serious social and political unrest. In
Poland, when the Stalinist leader of Poland Boleslaw Bierut dropped dead shortly after
Khrushchev’s speech to the USSR Twentieth Party Congress denouncing Stalin. Khrush-
chev accompanied the corpse back to Warsaw and gave a second anti-Stalin speech to
the Polish plenum, in Russian, confirming all he had said earlier in Moscow. This helped
bring Wladyslav Gomulka, in enclipse since 1948, back to power. In Hungary, the shift in
leadership led to an attempt to leave the Soviet bloc. After tense discussions at the Presid-
ium level with Zhou Enlai and Deng Xiaoping sitting in, the Soviets decided to withdraw.
Within days, they were forced to change tack and send in troops to retake Budapest. The
Chinese experience of this event would soon inspire Mao’s famous “Hundred Flowers”
dictum, used to flush out dissident thought for the “Anti-Rightist” campaign of 1957. The
best account of the abortive revolution of 1956, replete with new documentation from the
other side of the Iron Curtain, is Csaba Békés, Malcolm Byrne, and Jjnos Rainer, eds., The
1956 Hungarian Revolution: A History in Documents (Budapest, 2002).

12 The release of prisoners from the GULAG, by Beria and then Khrushchev, was not coor-
dinated with the Republics. Although those released did not officially have permission to
return to their homes, they had no where else to go and headed for Lithuania. Approxi-
mately 20% of those deported returned.

Lithuania pushed for greater control of the process, both by prohibiting the return of cer-
tain categories of undesirables and by insisting that those already in-country have their
passport status put in order. Orders were given to reintegrate these people by giving them

19 Before retreating to the West, the German Army had tried to mobilize additional forces
from the Lithuania population. To do this, they promised that the new units would not
be removed from the territory of the three Baltic republics. With this assurance in hand,
authoritative figures called on the populace on February 16, 1944 to mobilize to defend
against the Russians.

7, the anniversary of the October revolution, could also attract attention from anti-Soviet
elements. The 1967 KGB report mentions special efforts to prevent disruption of the events
planned for the 50th anniversary of Lenin’s 1917 revolution.
